300g readymade flaky or puff pastry *
2509 sausage meat

1 small apple grated or

1 small onion finely chopped

1 beaten egg for glazing

Set oven 220c/ gas mark 7

Mix apple or onion into sausage meat

Roll the pastry out into a rectangle approximately 24cm x 12cm
Trim off the edges and cut in half lengthways.

Divide sausage meat in two and roll each piece on a floured surface to the same length as pastry
Put a roll of sausage meat onto each piece of pastry

Dampen one edge of each piece of pastry, fold over the other edge, seal and decorate.
Brush the tops with beaten egg. Cut into even-sized pieces. Snip the tops with scissors.
Place on a baking tray. Cook for 25 mins, till golden brown and firm on the bottom.
