The company was made up of 8 Post 16 students who
gave up some of their free time to manufacture and
retail handmade, beaded bracelets and necklaces, sold
in handmade gift boxes.

The students worked very hard and were a great team.
They supported each other and everyone mucked in.

They successfully arranged a Year 7 and 8 Christmas disco
in order to raise funds to buy raw materials.

The students attended four trade fairs and won three awards.
They learned to manage a real bank account and to develop
their sales techniques.

'Cheeese!' made a profit after tax of £234.08 and
shareholders received a 100% return on their investment.

The students produced a written Annual Report for Young
Enterprise. Although there was not an award for this, they
were informed that their report came joint first with Wisbech
Grammar School, who went on to represent the County.

The students were a pleasure to work with and I look
forward to the next company as the cycle begins again in
September with the new Year 12 students.

These are just a few of the comments made by the students
from Ken Stimpson Community School who have spent
every Thursday morning, from November to the end of
May, with us here at John Lewis Peterborough.  The
students were working towards an NVQ Level 1 in
Customer Service and the great news is that all the students
completed the course:

Kiran Akhtar, Shabir Hussain-Ilah, Binash Firdouse, Sanam
Yassem and Amrez Mohammed.

All have passed with flying colours.  Nasie Azam was
unable to finish her last two modules but should receive
her qualif ication when she completes them.

The end of the course completes over two years work
with the school involving Business Studies teacher Gee
Mills from Ken Stimpson and Learning and Development
Coach Chris Briggs. In the summer of 2005 Gee spent a
week shadowing and talking to various Partners in the

store to get a feel for the way we deliver customer service.
 He even donned an apron and rubber gloves to help out
when the dish washer in the Coffee Shop broke down!
At subsequent meetings involving Gee, Chris and Pat
Richards, of Peterborough Regional College, the format
of the course took shape.

A weekly work experience morning at the store became
a fundamental part of the course and it was Pat's
responsibility, as an Internal Verifier, to observe the students
as they worked on the shop floor.  At the same time she
was observing Gee who was working towards his assessor
qualification.  In addition to working on the shop floor
the students had several "classroom" sessions here including
role plays and spent 1 1/2 hours each week in the classroom
at school.

Gee said: "This has been a true collaboration between
commerce and education. Pat, Chris and I have worked
very well together and we have been made very welcome
by all Partners.  The students have gained valuable
experience at John Lewis and the course has strengthened
the link between the Partnership and the school".

Chris said: "This is, as far as we know, the first time one
of our department stores has worked with a school in this
way and I am delighted to see the student's success.  It
was great to see them settle in and watch them mature
and grow in confidence. I would like to thank all those
Partners and Departments which supported the students
so well."

It is hoped another course will run from the beginning of
the next school year.

Royal Society of Chemistry Competition

The Salter's festival of Chemistry 2006, at
Coventry University

On 16 May a team of four keen Y8 scientists set off
with me for the competition.  They were: Ryan Rowe,
Kiepher Ormesher, Sophie Knight and Celia De
Villiers.  The objective was straight forward to enjoy
the day.

The Salter's festival of Chemistry is a series of practical
Chemistry challenges held at different Universities all over
the country.  This year there are 50 events involving 800
schools.  In our event there were 15 schools traveling to
Aston University in Birmingham from as far away as
Hereford and Peterborough.

On arrival the instructions given to me were clear.  I was
not allowed to help the team in any way.  I was only to
stop them if they were at risk of hurting themselves!  I had
no need to worry.  Right from the start everyone organized
themselves, sorted out roles within the team and got on
with the tasks.  The morning task was set by the Salter's
Company and involved a CSI type forensic investigation,
whilst enjoyable it was also challenging.  In the afternoon
the task revolved around dying and testing different fabrics
and then identifying an unknown fabric.  The team thought
this task was a little less interesting but that did not stop

them putting in maximum effort.  They were rewarded for
their efforts with a third place finish in the afternoon
challenge

There were small prizes and certificates for taking part and
also a cheque for £25 for finishing in third place.

From my point of view I simply acted as chauffeur and
was not allowed to help during the day but the team needed
no help at all, each one of them set an excellent example.
 It will soon be time to start filling out application forms
for next year!

On Friday 15th June around 40 year 7
pupils escaped school for the day to go on
a humanities trip to Lincoln.

The trip included going to the cathedral, a quiz around
the city centre and a visit to the castle.

Once we got to Lincoln the first place we visited was the
cathedral.  The huge building was built in 1072, however
the only part that still stands from this time is the West
Front.  It was originally built by William the Conqueror
and at the time was the tallest building in the world.  It
recently doubled for Westminster Abbey in The Da Vinci
Code and the murals that were painted especially for
filming in the chapter house are one of the features we
saw that day.  Another famous feature we found is the
Lincoln Imp.  The famous imp can be found at the bottom
of one of the pillars in the angel choir.  The imp is only
12 inches high, so finding him was very hard!

After we had been around the cathedral we took part in a
quiz of the city centre.  We were given a map and the
questions and we set off around the city centre in small
groups.  From this we learnt a lot about Lincoln, for
example that it was used as a Roman Forum and that the
first bishop of Lincoln was called Remigius.

After a break for lunch in the castle grounds, we went on
a tour of the castle.  The castle was used for a long time
as a prison and execution ground.  It still has the bodies
of many people who were never claimed.  As a sign to
further dishonour the dead they put the headstones at their
feet.  Something else we saw to show just how severe
things were was the chapel.  There were individual seating
cabinets with very uncomfortable seats so they paid
attention.  They also had to wear sacks over their heads
so no one saw them; only their eyes where they had the
eye holes.  Another interesting story we heard about was
a man and his dog.  The man and his dog used to go to the
pub at the same time every day and even when the man
had been executed for a crime the dog still went into the
pub.  He was eventually taken in by the pub owners but
when he died they had him stuffed and given to the castle.
 He can still be seen today in the castle and it was one of
the exhibits we saw that day.

All in all the trip to Lincoln was a very enjoyable day and
thankfully the weather held off for a day of sunshine.  We
all learnt a lot about Lincoln and its history and we had
an excellent time.

Thomas Merton once wrote, "I'm never
lonely when I'm alone, but I'm always lonely
in a crowd".

When I first came across Merton, I was in my late
twenties and I wished I'd read him much sooner.  He
wrote these words in a book called The Seven Storey
Mountain, which describes his conversion to
Catholicism after a conscience-stricken youth, and,
later, his decision to become a monk.

One of the things that troubles me about modern living is
the pressure to be sociable; that being so is seen as inherently
good, whereas being alone is seen as miserable, selfish
and, inevitably, sad.  (Selfish I would probably agree with
to some extent.)  However, time spent with other people
is usually time wasted: books not read, music not listened
to, wise thoughts not contemplated, bikes not ridden, duties
of the house left unattended.. I could go on.

The German philosopher Friedrich Nietzche said : "That
which can be put into words is usually not worth saying",
or something like that.  And it's true that much sociable
conversation is inane; talk for the sake of it. In English
Language this is known as phatic speech - the need to
communicate being more important than what is being
said.

I had a brief flirtation with  monasticism myself. The idea
of becoming a monk seemed quite appealing; the only
snag being that I don't believe in God!  I read books about

the Desert Fathers, St. Anthony and St. Jerome; I was
enraptured by Fountains Abbey; I corresponded with a
monk at Mount St. Bernard's in Leicestershire; I even
attempted a Buddhist retreat somewhere in Hertfordshire
(sneaking out on the second day before morning
meditation!).

Silence is a source of strength, I read somewhere recently.
How true this is! But silence necessitates solitude, and
these must be fought for and then jealously guarded. Isn't
it a crying shame in our present age that these two states
have almost whol ly negat ive connotat ions?

I suppose I could build a shed in my back garden and
become a hermit.  Except, I've already tried that too!
